Purpose:

Demonstrate speaking, listening and writing skills by setting an example of a GESE examination situation.

Read all the instructions before you begin.

STEP 1 PRE-TASK
Go to the web page: http://www.trinitycollege.co.uk/site/?id=2046 ,
On this page look for and watch the video samples from Gd1 Michail, Gd2 Dhatri and Gd3 Rossitsa. 
As you watch, take note of all the questions the examiners make in each video. There are about 80 different questions. You must write them all as list of question (10% of the grade). Send this through Esc en Red in activity #20, by December 15th, so that I can make any corrections if needed.

STEP 2 PREPARATION
In teams of three people, take roles of (two) candidates and (one) examiner. Practice with the same questions as in the sample videos. Below you will find materials you should use to prompt questions and answers.

STEP 3 REALISATION
Record yourselves as you interact with your partners for 15 min. If you find the amount of time is too long to record in one file, you may separate it in three videos of 5 min. each. Save the file on a DVD.

STEP 4 POST-TASK
Write a reflection INDIVIDUALLY after you watch yourself. Write about how this TASK improved or not your English language skills. Was it useful? Was it enjoyable? 100 words.

Turn in the TASK PROJECT by Friday the 10th of January. 
It should contain:
· Cover page with the rubrics
· List of 80 questions.
· DVD Video recording of 15 min.
· Individual reflection
