in order to assist them with 
the difficulties they face and 
act with integrity, warmth 
and concern.

Cooperation The act of working together 
with someone or doing what 
they ask you 

Problem solving  the process of finding 
solutions to problems 

Creativity the ability to produce or use 
original and unusual ideas 

Self confidence the belief that you can 
do things well and 
that other people re-
spect you 

Friendliness the quality of behaving in a 
pleasant, kind way towards 
someone 

Self-discipline  the ability to make 
yourself do things you 
know you should do 
even when you do not 
want to 

Honesty  the quality of being honest, = 
truthfully and hiding nothing  

Tolerance  willingness to accept 
behaviour and beliefs 
that are different from 
your own, although 
you might not agree 
with or approve of
