Many people worry about the dangers that nuclear
power plants pose for people and the environment.
Nuclear power systems are designed to include
many safety features, and almost all nuclear power
plants work safely and efficiently. But natural

disasters can happen.
One of the world’s most recent and serious nuclear
disasters occurred at a power plant in Fukushima,
Japan. On March 11, 2011, several nuclear reactors

at the Fukushima plant were damaged by a massive
and a huge 33-foot-high

89-magnitude earthquake
tsunami. After the earthquake struck, the reactor’s
cooling system lost power. When the cooling

system failed, pressure in the reactor kept on rising,
and radiation inside the plant rose to 1,000 times its
normal level. The destroyed reactors were flooded
with seawater in an unsuccessful attempt to prevent
a nuclear meltdown.
