And if your friends
don't like it when you share endless cute cat
videos on your regular social site, Purrsonals is
where people are sure to appreciate them!
On a more serious note, Horyou is a website
for people that want to do good in the world.
On the site, you can connect with other social
activists and entrepreneurs, plan meetings,
share fund-raising strategies, and keep up with
thousands of people who are working hard

to make the world a better place. There are
no funny videos here, but Horyou offers its
own web-based video channel that features
programs and documentaries about efforts to
improve people’s lives around the globe.
