Frida Kahlo
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Considered one of Mexico's greatest artists, Frida Kahlo was born on July 6, 1907 in Coyocoan, Mexico City, Mexico. She grew up in the family's home where was later referred to as the Blue House or Casa Azul. Her father is a German descendant and photographer. He immigrated to Mexico where he met and married 
her mother Matilde. Her mother is half Amerindian and half Spanish. Frida Kahlo has two older sisters and one younger Sister. Frida Kahlo has poor health in her childhood. She contracted polio at the age of 6 and had to be bedridden for nine months.
Frida Kahlo attended the renowned National Preparatory School in Mexico City in the year of 1922. There are only thirty-five female students enrolled in that school and she soon became famous for her outspokenness and bravery. At this school she first met the famous Mexican muralist Diego Rivera for the first time
One afternoon in September when  she was traveling with Gómez Arias on a bus, a tragic accident occurred. The bus collided with a tram and Frida Kahlo was seriously injured. A steel handrail pierced through her hip. Her spine and pelvis are fractured and this accident left her in great pain, both physical and physiological.
After that, he returned home to recover more. She had to wear a full body cast for three months. To kill time and ease the pain, she began to paint, she used to paint herself, that's how she finished her first self-portrait.
Frida Kahlo met Rivera again in 1928. She asked him to evaluate her work and he encouraged her. The two soon began the romantic relationship. Despite her mother's objection, Frida and Diego Rivera were married the following year.
In 1938, Frida Kahlo became friends with Andre Breton, who is one of the leading figures in the Surrealist movement.
Frida used to say that she did not consider herself a surrealist "until André Breton came to Mexico and told me that I was" she also said
I really don't know if my paintings are surreal or not, but I do know that they are the most frank expression of myself". "As my subjects have always been my feelings, my moods and the deep reactions that life has produced in me I have often objectified all this in figures of myself, which were the most sincere and real thing I could do to express what I felt inside and outside of myself"
His state of health worsened in 1950, the year he was diagnosed with gangrene in his right foot. She was bedridden for the next nine months and had to stay in the hospital and had several surgeries. But with great persistence, Frida Kahlo kept working and painting.
frida kahalo passed away a few weeks before her 47th birthday in her beloved blue house.
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
