[bookmark: _GoBack]Aim:  Practice vocabulary of unit 3, countries nationalities, languages, numbers to give ages, adjectives to describe physical appearance and adjectives of personality, ask and answer Yes/No questions with be (eg. Is she from France? Is He/She American?, Is he/She 20 years old? Is he/She tall?, Is she/he young?) ask and answer WH questions to obtain personal information (eg. Where´s he/she from?, How old is She/he?, What´s he/she like?, What´s his/her name? )
Materials:  Guess game (with pictures of some famous people) Video of the student´s speaking practice (playing the guessing game)

Plan: Pair Work. 
Students play a guessing game.
Students are encouraged to speak naturally, Using the target vocabulary (countries, nationalities, languages, numbers to give ages, adjectives to describe physical appearance and people´s personality) the grammar and language functions to ask and give personal information (yes/no and wh questions)
Student A:
1.- Student A chooses a paper with the name of the character the student B will ask about and try to guess.
2.- Student B  Ask  5 Yes/No questions with be about personal information of the famous person he/she is trying to guess. Answer with -yes/no responses. (Is He/She old?, Is He/She good looking?, Is He/She Mexican?, Is He/She from Italy?, etc.)
3.- Student B Ask  just one Wh question about personal information of the famous person He/She is trying to guess (eg. Where is He/She from?, What´s he/she like?, How old is He/She?, What´s his/her first languge?) 
4.- Student A: Responds to the Yes/No questions and to the Wh question

Student B:
1.- Student B chooses a paper with the name of the character the student B will ask about and try to guess.
2.- Student A  Ask  5 Yes/No questions with be about personal information of the famous person he/she is trying to guess. Answer with -yes/no responses. (Is He/She old?, Is He/She good looking?, Is He/She Mexican?, Is He/She from Italy?, etc.)
3.- Student A Ask  just one Wh question about personal information of the famous person he/she is trying to guess (eg. Where is He/She from?, What´s he/she like?, How old is He/She? What´s his/her first language?)

· Use grammar structures to ask and answer WH questions to obtain personal information as, how old is he/She?, Where is he/she from? What´s he/-she like?, What´s his/her first language? (only one after the yes/no questions)

	



     Game  Class activity.
1) Teacher explains the rules of the game.
2) Teacher present to students a chart on the board with some famous characters. 
3) Student A chooses a piece of paper with a character's name on it. 
4) Student B will ask questions about this character trying to guess his/her name (there are just 6 opportunities to ask, only well-structured questions are count). 
5) Student A must give correct answers to the questions the student B made. (only well-structured answers are count)
6) Then students change roles.
7) Each student has only 3 minutes to ask and guess his/her character.
8) Students must record their performance in the game.
9) Students place the video (or link of the video) of their performance in this file. 
10) It´s mandatory to include a coversheet, and complete the unit self-assessment.
11) Students save as a PDF file and upload on the ESCUELA EN RED on Unit 3 Learning evidence.

4 Points: Exceptional comprehension; accurately responds to questions and provides detailed information.
3 Points: Proficient comprehension; demonstrates a good understanding with minor lapses.
2 Points: Basic comprehension; grasps the main concepts but struggles with complexity.
1 Point: Limited comprehension; difficulty understanding and responding appropriately.

Pronunciation (0-4 points)
4 Points: Clear and accurate pronunciation; with no noticeable errors.
3 Points: Generally accurate pronunciation; minor errors that do not impede understanding.
2 Points: Understandable pronunciation; noticeable errors affecting overall clarity.
1 Point: Pronunciation difficulties significantly impact understanding.
