One of the most interesting things to
visit in Baja California is the most
beautiful sea of cortez which is defined
as a mass of salt water that covers
most of the Earth's surface. The sea of
cortez is characterized by its
crystalline waters that vary from light
green to deep blue, it is surrounded by
the longest a mountain landscape, a
refuge for thousands of marine and
desert species.

The activities you can do in the
largest area are watching and
swimming with whale sharks

or sea lions, whale and bird
watching, diving, sport fishing
and sailing, kayaking and boat
anchoring. The best time to
visit would be in the spring
season, during the month of
March to June, because from
December to March it is colder
and winder than in spring.
The tides of this gulf are
among the highest on the
planet, since fluctuations of up
to nine meters have been
measured at its northern end.

Vocabulary

One of the most interesting things to see in Brazil is the 3
place where two rivers meet but do not mix. They are
the “white” Solim&es River and the “black” Negro River.
They flow next to each other for six kilometers (3.7 miles)
in the Amazonas State, but the colors of the water don't
mix because of different temperatures and speed - the

Solimdes River is faster and cooler than the Negro River.
After several kilometers, the two rivers become part of the
