Preparation:  All the preparation products will be taken in account for your grade in this project.
Task 1
Students choose a topic for their podcast and write it in the forum “TOPIC FOR MY PODCAST” in Escuela en Red. Include topic, goals and intended audience. Some interesting topics were suggested in class.

Task 2

Students fill the chart “PODCAST PLANNING FORM” with their prep notes and they upload their product to Escuela en Red. The form includes 1) Topic, 2) Focus question, 3) Rolls for all the parts of the podcast & 4) Explanation of overall sequence of events.
Task 3

Write a script where you include all the parts of the podcast and upload it to Escuela en Red in the activity “PODCAST SCRIPT”. It must be accurate and well written.
The script must include detailed information of the following:

· Intro

· Main ideas or main story

· Secondary ideas or stories

· Outro
Task 4 – Final product

Your podcast must be original and creative and you must include music and sound effects if necessary, remember that it must have a good quality sound.

	Verbal Intro
